TITLE: WOODCARVING – INSPIRED BY PEOPLE AND ANIMALS 

 

TUTOR: JOHN BUTLER LEVEL: BEGINNERS/INTERMEDIATE 

  

 

GENERAL CONTENT OF COURSE: 

 
This course uses people and animals as an inspiration for creating individual woodcarvings out of lime wood.  
It is suitable for beginners and those with some carving experience. 
 
The tutor covers all processes of woodcarving during the course. These include looking at general design, 
working ‘in the round’ and working in three dimensions.  Students study techniques of carving and finishes, 
alongside tool care and sharpening, with an emphasis on safety.   
 
Everyone should take home a finished or nearly finished woodcarving. 

 
The tutor, a seasoned woodcarver, aims to offer a creative, educational and social experience in an informal 
working atmosphere over the three days of the course.
