TITLE:  THE ART OF THE MINIATURE LINOCUT 

 

TUTOR:  DALE DEVEREUX BARKER LEVEL: SUITABLE FOR ALL 

  
 

AIMS OF COURSE:   
� This course celebrates the world in miniature; making linocuts through various processes in a 

small format (no larger than three inches square). 
� The aim of the course is to produce exciting and richly coloured condensed works of printed 

art. 
 

WHAT STUDENTS SHOULD ACHIEVE:  
� Students learn the application and control of the printed image onto page. You are shown how 

to use printing inks, linoleum, printing presses and the variety of applications and effects 
achievable within this flexible medium. It is envisaged that students will produce a number of 
different pieces as well as variations on a theme. 

 

MATERIALS AND TECHNIQUES COVERED: 
� Use of stencils, correct application of printing ink, use of cutting tools, reduction linocutting, 

monoprinting, registering the print, designing your print. 
 

TEACHING METHOD:  

� Students are given daily demonstrations of all the possibilities and range of the subject. The tutor 
also conducts daily personal tutorials as well as offering constant feedback. Students will present 
a representative display of their work in the studio for an informal group discussion at the end of 
the course. The course takes place within a friendly and constructive environment where 
students can share positive experiences as well as be helped through the odd problem!

Students are introduced to the printmaking workshop and the materials to be used. They are 
shown examples of the miniature print genre and introduced to the course philosophy and the 
approach to be used by the tutor.

This, however, is not essential – students may wish to arrive with a totally 'blank canvas' 
and may want to draw inspiration from the house, the gardens, the library or may wish to work 
in a purely abstract or imaginary mode.
