She is also in great demand as a teacher and has travelled all over the world giving
recitals and teaching on summer schools and workshops. Alison Crum is Professor of Viol at Trinity College

of Music in London, and her book ‘Flay the Viol'is published by Oxford University Fress. She is President of
the Viola da Gamba Society of Great Britain.
